You could make this part of your Lenten prayer – a small 
commitment that links us to Christians everywhere this Lent. 
Should refugees from Ukraine arrive here in London, we will do all we can as a Christian community to support and 
help them.  
Let’s try to make this Lent especially prayerful.

Terence Alan ‘Spike’ Milligan, was born in India to an Irish father and an English mother, and was a brilliant 
comedian, actor, musician and poet. He was the main writer and cast member of the radio programme The Goon 
Show, which many believe was a major influence on the later TV series Monty Python’s Flying Circus. He was known to 
be full of energy and inventive silliness but he was not an easy person to work with; his agent tells the story of sitting 
in an important meeting where Spike pretended throughout to be a jellyfish. Loved by children for his comic verse, 
he was always known to be kind and generous. The epitaph on his gravestone includes the phrase ‘ Durit me leat go 

raibh me breoite’, Gaelic for ‘I told you I was ill ’      .
